SHIELD: Blue and gold represent the Navy. The    fret represents President Roosevelt's leadership skills in bringing stability and strength to American society during the crisis of the Depression and the threat of fascist aggression. His call to Americans for preparedness and confidence and his resolve during World War II are denoted by the sword, which also indicates DDG 80's readiness to deploy her modern weaponry in defense of the country. The demi-sun signifies truth and the aspirations for a better world, which President Roosevelt encouraged Americans to share with him. The orie signifies the unity he brought to the country and the all-encompassing areas of responsibility of his office, which he administered so ably. White represents integrity and loyalty, and gold denotes excellence.
CREST:  The demi-burst signifies the splendid achievement of Franklin D. Roosevelt's Presidency, in bringing the United States out of domestic crisis and through worldwide conflict. The ship's wheel recalls his appointment in 1913 as Assistant Secretary of the Navy. It also denotes his success in guiding America through the difficult years of his Presidential terms. The lozenge, traditionally a feminine heraldic symbol, is a reference to his wife, Eleanor Roosevelt, who assisted him politically and became a force in her own right. The sides of the lozenge represent his four elections to the presidency. The rose, the state flower of New York, recalls his governorship of that state and is a canting reference to his family name. Scarlet denotes courage and sacrifice and gold indicates excellence.
SEAL: The coat of arms in full color, as in the blazon, upon a white oval, within a dark blue border, edged with gold rope on the outside and inscribed "USS ROOSEVELT" at the top and "DDG 80" at the bottom all in gold.

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The Arleigh Burke-class guided-missile destroyer USS Roosevelt (DDG 80) recently joined Sixth Fleet as a Forward Deployed Naval Forces-Europe (FDNF-E) ship in Rota, Spain. Roosevelt is one of the few destroyers in the Surface Navy with the Advanced Capability Build (ACB-12/BMD 5.0) which provides software upgrades for combat systems modernization. The ship has the following integrated weapons and sensors: Cooperative Engagement Capability; ESSM; Mk 15 Close-In Weapon System Block 1B; Surface Electronic Warfare Improvement Program (SEWIP); and Nulka decoys.  Roosevelt is also the only destroyer with the SPQ-9B radar onboard and the first Flight IIA FDNF-E in Sixth Fleet, providing the ability to deploy with two embarked Lamps MK III MH-60B Sea Hawk Helicopters.
FRANKLIN AND ELEANOR ROOSEVELT 
On October 22, 1996, the Secretary of the Navy, John H. Dalton, named the 30th ship of the Arleigh Burke class ROOSEVELT. The USS ROOSEVELT (DDG-80) is the first ship so named to honor both Franklin Delano Roosevelt, the 32nd President of the United States and the First Lady, Eleanor Roosevelt. Mr. Dalton made the announcement at an event marking Roosevelt History Month at the U.S. Navy Memorial in Washington. "Naval Commanders found an ardent ally and vocal supporter in FDR," Mr. Dalton said. "As Commander-in-Chief during the most trying period of our nation’s history, he maintained a clear sense of the mission at hand."
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Upon FDR’s election as President in 1932, Eleanor became a powerful voice on issues from youth employment to civil rights. Eleanor traveled around the world visiting sick and injured servicemen, fostering good will among the Allies, and boosting the morale of U.S. military personnel overseas.

Franklin D. Roosevelt entered public service as a State Senator in his native New York in 1910. President Woodrow Wilson appointed him Assistant Secretary of the Navy, an assignment he held for seven years. Elected to the first of four terms as President in 1932-during the depths of the Great Depression, Roosevelt helped the American people regain faith in themselves. He brought hope as he promised prompt, vigorous action, asserting in his first Inaugural Address, "The only thing we have to fear is fear itself." His "New Deal" was a wide ranging economic and social program that greatly expanded the role of the federal government. In 1940, while attempting to keep the United States out of the brewing war in Europe, after France fell and England came under attack, Roosevelt sent all possible aid short of actual U.S. Military involvement. Then immediately following the Japanese attack on Pearl Harbor, Roosevelt directed the organization of the nation's manpower and resources for global war.

Sir Winston Churchill called FDR, "The greatest American friend we have ever known... and the greatest champion of freedom who has ever brought help and comfort from the new world to the old."
